Moby Bird Dispersal System
Available in two models, the Moby fog-
gers are specifi cally designed for areas 
plagued by small birds. Preset at the fac-
tory, the Moby and Portable Moby dis-
pense a thicker haze to get small birds out 
of the area more quickly. While thicker, 
the haze is sti ll a light and dry repellent.

The Moby is a compact, self contained 
unit with a 2 gallon repellent reservior 
that can sustain the unit for up to 3 
months of unatt ended operati on. All ti m-
ers and functi ons are preset at the facto-
ry to meet the needs of each applicati on.

The Portable Moby’s compact size and 
lightweight means it can be used almost 
anywhere. A batt ery pack is available for 
remote locati ons. It can power all func-
ti ons for 48 hours. The 1.5 gallon reser-
voir sustains the unit for up to 3 months.

How does bird hazing work?
Moby foggers create a light fog or haze of 
an MA repellent. When birds fl y through 
the haze they inhale the MA which irri-
tates a bird’s mucous membranes. While 
completely harmless, the birds learn to 
associate the repellent with the locati on 

and avoid the area. For details on MA re-
pellents, see the back page.

Effi  cient and Economical
Moby foggers are self-contained and do 
not need additi onal external plumbing, 
compressors or control units required by 
other avian hazing systems. Depending 
on machine setti  ngs, a Moby can operate 
unatt ended for up to 3 months.

What is Fog Force?
Fog Force is a Methyl Anthranilate (MA) based bird 
repellent used for the humane and eff ecti ve dispersal 
of pest birds in open spaces. It is formulated for ap-
plicati on with foggers and haze generators. 

IS IT SAFE?
When used as directed, Fog Force is harmless to 
people, pets, plants and birds. It consists of Methyl 
Anthranilate or MA and soybean oil. MA exceeds US 
Food Chemical Codes (FCC) specifi cati ons, and is clas-
sifi ed as Generally Recognized As Safe (GRAS).

MA is used as a fragrance or fl avoring in many types 
of foods including; soda, ice cream, candy and gela-
ti n. It comes from natural sources such as concord 
grapes and the blossoms of gardenias and jasmine. 

How Does Fogging Work?
Fog Force is a contact repellent -  all the birds must 
be exposed to the fog or haze. When exposed, the 
MA parti cles sti mulate a bird’s trigeminal nerve and 
mucuous membranes creati ng a sensati on similar to 
eati ng a hot pepper. The birds soon associate the lo-
cati on with the repellent and leave the area for good. 

Equipment
Fog Force is applied by pulse jet foggers, ULV or me-
chanical foggers and haze generators. Use equipment 
designed for the applicati on of oil based soluti ons. 

Do not use propane foggers or garden sprayers. They 
are not designed to produce the dry parti cle sizes re-
quired for proper fogging or hazing.
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Applicati on
Fog Force is ready to use, do not dilute or mix with 
any other material. For best results use ‘low’ or ‘dry’ 
output setti  ngs to produce a dry fog or haze with 
most parti cles in the 10-20 microns size range. A dry 
fog spreads quickly and effi  ciently, permeati ng all ar-
eas without leaving an oily residue.

Fog Force may not be eff ecti ve for nesti ng birds. The 
hard-wired nesti ng insti nct can outweigh any repel-
lent eff ect. Use other methods for nesti ng birds. 

When and How Oft en
Bird breathe 30 ti mes faster when they fl y, so the best 
ti me to expose a bird is when it is in fl ight, entering 
or leaving the area. For best results, fog or haze early 
in the morning as the birds are leaving the roost or 
in the early evening when they sett le down for the 
night. Do not fog or haze aft er dark.

If using pulse-jet or ULV cold fogger, it may take 6 or 
7 applicati ons to expose all of the birds in a fl ock to 
the repellent. Aft er each applicati on fewer and fewer 
birds will return unti l all the birds have found other 
places to go.

In a bird hazing system, follow the equipment place-
ment and ti me setti  ngs recommended by the manu-
facturer. If you have any questi ons, contact Nixalite.

Coverage
Pulse-jet foggers can use as litt le as 8 fl .oz. per acre. 
Haze generators use even less product as they pro-
duce a much lighter haze for longer periods of ti me.
