Our past 70 years are fi lled with many twists, 
turns and singular events that made Nixalite 
the ‘Pioneers of Bird Control’. Headquar-
tered in the Quad CiƟ es USA this 3rd genera-
Ɵ on, family-owned and operated company 
has grown to be the world’s most successful 
manufacturer and distributor of eff ecƟ ve and 
humane bird and animal controls, barriers and 
deterrents.

Teamwork
In the late 1940’s Charles B. Kaufmann (a law-

yer) and Fred Burnside 
(a mechanical engineer) 
teamed up to fi nd a so-
luƟ on to the problem of 
pest birds roosƟ ng and 
nesƟ ng on buildings and 
structures. AŌ er studying 
pest bird habits and trying 
diff erent ideas, the team 

devised what would become the world’s fi rst 
“porcupine wire” bird barrier strip.

Designed as a physical barrier, 
these stainless steel needle 
strips keep pest birds off  of sur-
faces by occupying the space 
with sharp pointed wires ar-
rayed in carefully engineered 
paƩ erns.

The prototype Nixalite machine that they de-
signed and built was deemed an engineering 
marvel. It could feed, bend, cut and then se-
curely weld 5 stainless steel wires per inch to a 
stainless steel base strip, accomplishing what 
others had said to be impossible. The bird con-
trol strip it produced was called “Nixalite”.

AŌ er the Nixalite machine, they needed a way 
to secure the Nixalite strips to the installaƟ on 
surface. They designed and manufactured a 
special ‘reversely bent’ or ‘RB’ Clip. This RB Clip 
allows for quick and easy bird strip removal 
and reinstallaƟ on without damaging the sur-
face or the strip. This clip is sƟ ll the standard 
method of fastening today.

Since 1950..
In 1950 the team began manufacturing 
and selling these Nixalite strips. In 1953, 
Charles Kaufmann became the sole owner of

The Pioneers in Bird Control
Celebrate their 70th Anniversary



Nixalite and began the patent process, on June 
2nd, 1959 patent #2,888,716 was issued. Mr. 
Kaufmann authored and published the fi rst 
comprehensive “how-to” manual for bird con-
trol. These bird control principles are as relevant 
today as they were when he published them.

He also worked with the telephone yellow 
pages publishers to add “Bird Barriers, Repel-
lents & Controls” to their major lisƟ ngs. At the 
Ɵ me, adding headings in the Yellow pages was 
a very big deal.

Due to Charles Kaufmann’s sudden death in 
1957, his daughter Marie Kaufmann Geller-
stedt assumed leadership of the company. 
She had made a deathbed promise to not sell 
the company and she was determined to keep 
it! It certainly wasn’t easy. In the early years, 
just being a woman that owned and actually 
ran the business presented some problems.

Pioneering Bird Control
In the 50’s and 60’s bird control was a new idea 
and people had a diffi  cult Ɵ me understanding 
that those “liƩ le birds” were causing structur-
al damage, addiƟ onal building maintenance, 
bringing parasites and bird-borne diseases 
with them. Nixalite had to fi rst educate the 
public about the hazards of pest birds and their 
droppings before selling them on the need for 
bird control. Nixalite made people aware of 
the benefi ts of bird control through well tar-
geted and informaƟ ve  adverƟ sing campaigns. 
While it took years to accomplish, Nixalite 
had pioneered the path for a new industry.

Nixalite Bird Control
Nixalite’s bird control spikes have always been 
the cornerstone of Nixalite’s success.  These 
stainless steel needle strips are installed in-
ternaƟ onally, on many diff erent objects and 
surfaces, to control a variety of pest birds and 
nuisance animals. It is a testament to Nixalite’s 
quality and durability that bird spike installa-
Ɵ ons have been in place for more than half a 
century and are sƟ ll providing eff ecƟ ve and 
humane control.

Nixalite’s bird control strips were considered 
so innovaƟ ve and well engineered that the 
Nixalite bird control designs are sƟ ll displayed 
in New York’s Museum of Modern Art.

The business world was sƟ ll gender biased, 
and a woman had to work twice as hard in the 
‘good-old boy’ days. AŌ er 63 years of being at 
the helm, she remains acƟ ve in the company.

AŌ er having literally been raised in the Nix-
alite work place, Jon Gellerstedt formally 
joined the company in 1981 and Cory Geller-
stedt in 1988 aŌ er graduaƟ ng from South-
ern Illinois University. In 1995 they were 
elected Co-presidents. 

Growing the Business
Nixalite has progressed from a single prod-
uct fi rm to a company that off ers a wide 
variety of bird and animal control products. 
Included are two new models of bird spikes; 
E-Spike and Pigeon Spike Stainless. Both 
economy spikes are made by Nixalite in the 
USA from products produced in the USA.

Several diff erent types of bird neƫ  ng and 
neƫ  ng accessories are available as well as 
tensioned perimeter and support cable hard-
ware.

With Nixalite’s wildlife control products a 
customer can eff ecƟ vely and humanely con-
trol a long list of unwanted pests, including; 
sparrows, starlings, pigeons, crows, vultures, 
black birds, geese, ducks, squirrels, rodents, 
raccoons, moles, groundhog, deer, feral cats 
and dogs, snakes, bedbugs, mites, spiders, 
fl eas, Ɵ cks, mosquitoes, bacteria, mildew and 
many more.

In 2007, Nixalite was named the U.S. Distrib-
utor and Service Center for IGEBA foggers, 
sprayers and aerosol generators. Nixalite is 
now one of the primary sources for commer-
cial fogging equipment in the US & Canada.

In the mid 1990’s, Nixalite expanded into 
web based informaƟ on and sales with sev-
eral easy to navigate and content rich web 
sites.
