Then
thoroughly wet surface with a solution of 2 ounces of the concentrate per gallon of
water. Apply with a cloth, mop, sponge, or coarse sprayer, or by soaking. For
sprayer applications, use a coarse spray device. Spray 6-8 inches from surface,

rub with a brush, cloth or sponge. Do not breathe spray. Let solution remain on
surface for a minimum of 10 minutes. Rinse or wipe dry with a clean cloth or
sponge or allow to air dry.

Rinse all surfaces that come in contact with food such as countertops, exterior sur-
faces of appliances, tables and stovetops with potable water before reuse.
